In Washington he wrote a lot of stories. When he was 27 years old, he published his first children’s book, The Gremlins with Walt Disney.
His books are fantasy, full of imagination. Sometimes they are a little cruel stories, but always with humour. His works have been translated into many languages. Children from all over the world like reading Roald Dahl’s books.
